21. If the vessel comes into collision with another ship as a result of the negligence of the other ship and any act, neglect or default of the master
mariner, pilot or the servants of Owners in the navigation or in the management of the vessel, the owners of the cargo carried hereunder will indemnif};

22. Indemnity for non-performance of this Charter shall be proved damages.
23. Charterers shall have the option of subletting whole or part of the vessel, they remaining responsible for due fulfilment of this Charter.

24. Any dispute arising from this Charter shall be submitted to arbitration held in Tokyo by the Japan Shipping Exchange, Inc., in accordance
with the provisions of the Maritime Arbitration Rules of the Japan Shipping Exchange, Inc., and the award given by the arbitrators shall be final
and binding on both parties.
